DFL SENIOR CAUCUS MODEL CHAPTER CHARTER

PREAMBLE:  DFL Senior Caucus members residing within a particular Minnesota U.S. Congressional District, or smaller geographic area, may organize and operate a Chapter of the DFL Senior Caucus in that district or area in order to further the purposes and activities of the DFL Senior Caucus. 
Individuals seeking to form such a Chapter must apply to the DFL Senior Caucus Board for recognition as an official Chapter, and agree to operate under the DFL Senior Caucus Charter. Chapters are expected to operate both independently and jointly with other chapters. Chapters must semi-annually report their activities to the DFL Senior Caucus Board by June 30 and December 31. 

The Chapter shall be operated exclusively for political and educational purposes. The Chapter shall be subject to the DFL Constitution and Bylaws, and the DFL Ongoing Platform. The Chapter is a part of and subordinate to the DFL Senior Caucus, its Charter and Bylaws, and the State DFL Party.

ARTICLE II.
PURPOSE

The purpose of this Chapter is to promote the Purposes of the DFL Senior Caucus as found in its Charter and to pursue other purposes related to senior issues as relevant to the Chapter.

ARTICLE III.
MEMBERS
A voting member of the Chapter must be an Active Member of the DFL Senior Caucus as defined in the DFL Senior Caucus Charter.

ARTICLE IV.
POWERS
The Chapter shall possess and exercise only such powers as required to carry out the foregoing Article II Purposes, and those powers must be consistent with the DFL Senior Caucus Charter and the DFL Constitution and Bylaws.
Article V.               GOVERNANCE
The voting members of the Chapter shall constitute the governing body of the Chapter. The governing body may adopt, at properly noticed meetings, Bylaws for operation of the Chapter.

ARTICLE VI.       OFFICERS
The Chapter shall have a Chair, elected biennially from the governing body, and may have other officers as required to carry out the Purposes of the Chapter. Officers must relinquish their position if they are no longer voting members.

Section 1: The Chair shall be responsible for writing and submitting the semi-annual reports to the DFL Senior Caucus Board.  Reports must list the current Chapter officers and describe how the Chapter is fulfilling its Article II Purposes.
Section 2: The Chair may designate another officer or voting member of the Chapter to write the reports or to carry out any other duties relevant to the operation of the Chapter.
Section 3: The Chair shall attend the DFL Senior Caucus Annual Membership meeting.
Section 4: The Chair is a voting member of the DFL Senior Caucus Board. 
ARTICLE VII.
 ENDORSEMENTS
Chapters are not permitted to make endorsements, but they are encouraged to recommend endorsements to the DFL Senior Caucus Political Affairs Committee and the DFL Senior Caucus Board. It is expected that the Chapter will check with the DFL Senior Caucus Political Affairs Committee the DFL and Senior Caucus Board before any recommendations are made because the rules of endorsement change from time to time. 
Any candidate must be considered in terms of their commitment to resolution of: Senior Issues. 

ARTICLE VIII.    AMENDMENTS
Amendments to the Chapter Charter including changes to the district or area represented, or to its purpose, powers, governance, number and election of officers, or the list of responsibilities of the Chair must be submitted to the DFL Senior Caucus Board for approval.
